SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI :- Hon'ble
Speaker Sir, | take this opportunity to speak on the
Telangana State Budget for the financial year 2018-
19. | congratulate the Hon'ble Finance Minister, Sri
Eatala Rajender Sahab for presenting the Budget
for 2018-2019 with a record projected expenditure
of Rs.1,74,454 Crores.

It is indeed a matter of satisfaction that the
Hon’ble Finance Minister has presented a tax-free,
revenue surplus Budget for the fifth time, since the
formation of Telangana State. The total Budgetary
outlay of Rs.1,74,454 cores includes revenue
expenditure estimated at Rs.1,25,455 Crores,
capital outlay of Rs.33,369 Crores, loans and
advances of Rs.9,036 Crores and capital
disbursements of Rs.6,594 Crores. The capital
expenditure works out to 19 percent of the total
projected expenditure. This is substantially higher
when compared to other States.

As the Hon'ble Finance Minister has rightly
pointed out, the new State of Telangana, formed
amidst adverse conditions, uncertainties, doubts
and challenges, rose to a level of becoming a role
model for the entire Country in many aspects in
the last four years.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, it is a matter of pride that
Telangana achieved a double-digital growth in
contrast to the national trend, despite the adverse
short term to medium term impact of
demonetization and the teething problems following
the introduction of Goods and Services Tax (GST).

The State’s own revenue receipts for 2018-19
are proposed at Rs.73,752 Crores, up by 20% over
the revised Budget estimates of 2017-18. Transfers
from the Central Government are estimated at
Rs.29,042 Crores, a marginal increase over 2017-
18 financial year. The State revenue is expected to
touch Rs.73,752 Crores in the next financial year,
but huge fiscal deficit of Rs.29,077 Crores resulting
in rising public debt ringings alarm bells.

Before | go into the specifics of the State
Budget, | would like to point out the Central
Government has been reluctant to extend a helping
hand and transfer the required funds to the new
State of Telangana. The State Government has
been projecting huge Central grants and financial
transfers in its Budget every year only to realize
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that not even half the amount was being realized in
the end.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, in the last four financial
years, 2014-15 to 2017-18, the Telangana
Government estimated Rs.1,29,069 Crores
towards Central grants and share of Central taxes
in the State Budgets, but got only Rs. 84,560
Crores. If | am wrong | may be corrected. This
works out to only 66 per cent of the estimated inflow
of Central funds by way of grants and share of taxes.

While the Central share of taxes is projected
as per the 14" Finance Commission
recommendations, there is a huge shortfall in the
Central grants-in-aid. For the four year period, the
State Budget had estimated the Central grants-in-
aid totaling Rs.75,536 Crores, but got only
Rs.33,124 Crores. This works out to only 44 per
cent of the estimated amount.

After formation of Telangana State in June,
2014, the State Government presented its first
Budget in November, 2014, where it estimated
Central grants of Rs.27,721 Crores, but actually
realized only Rs.7,118 Crores.

Again, if we see in 2015-16 Budget, the State
projected Central grants was Rs.12,400 Crores,
but received was only Rs.9,394 Crores. In 2016-
17, the estimated inflow was Rs.14,557 Crores,
but actual realization was Rs.9,752 Crores. In
2017-18, as against the estimate of Rs.26,857
Crores, the State got only Rs.6,860 Crores, till the
end of January 2018. Where is it ? When we are
presenting one thing and we are getting another
thing this needs to be answered.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, basing on the projections
from the Union Budget for 2018-19 presented in
Parliament on 1% February, the Telangana
Government has estimated Rs.29,042 Crores as
Central grants and Rs.19,207 Crores as share of
Central taxes, totaling Rs.48,251 Crores in the
financial year 2018-19.

12.00 |But going by the previous track record, the
e 1State is unlikely to get such a bonanza from
the Central Government and it would have

to mobilize its own resources to bridge the shortfall
in Central transfers. So, what is the planning of the

State Government. It needs to be spelt out , Sir!

Sir, | would not be wrong to say that the Central
Government, under the BJP-led NDA Government
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, has been meting
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out step-fatherly treatment both to Telangana and
the residuary State of Andhra Pradesh totally
disregarding the commitments made to both the
States in the Andhra Pradesh State Reorganization
Act, 2014.

Our Hon’ble Chief Minister, K. Chandra-
sekhar Rao sahab has met the Prime Minister,
Union Finance Minister Arun Jaitley and other Union
Ministers umpteen times demanding a fair share
for the State in Central transfers, including centrally
sponsored schemes, but the response has been
negative. Mr. Chandrababu Naidu sahab met the
Prime Minster as many as 29 times demanding
Special Category Status for Andhra Pradesh but
without success.

The NDA Government is turning a deaf ear
to the pleas made by theTelangana Government
for declaring Kaleshwaram Project as a national
project on the lines of Polavaram Project in
neighboring Andhra Pradesh and for financial
assistance for Mission Bhagiratha, Mission
Kakatiya and Kaleshwaram project from the Union
Budget.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, we cannot afford to
delay these projects by relying on elusive Central
grants. The track record of four years shows that
the Centre has least concern for Telangana. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi himself inaugurated Mission
Bhagiratha, praised it and asked all the States to
emulate it, but he was not willing to grant a single
rupee despite Niti Aayog recommending Rs. 19,000
crores two years ago. Same is the case with
Mission Kakatiya and Kaleshwaram projects.
These three projects are the flagship programmes
of TRS Government and the State is keen to
complete them before 2019 polls, irrespective of
Central grants.

The NDA Government is unable to fulfill the
commitments made to Telangana in the AP Re-
organization Act 2014 for setting up All India Institute
of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) establishing
Bayyaram steel plant and setting up Horticulture
University and Tribal University.
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Sir, | don’t share the optimism of Finance
Minister Eatala Rajender Sahab that the State would
get Central non-plan grants amounting to Rs.
18,770 crores and Central plan grants amounting
to Rs.10,271 crores in the next financial year.
Similarly, the estimates of share of Central taxes
at Rs.19,207 crores for 2018-19 seem to be on the
higher side.

Hon’'ble Speaker Sir, as the Central
Government is reluctant to provide the requisite
quantum of funds to the State, The Telangana
Government has no choice but to go in for higher
quantum of borrowings to partly meet the shortfall
in the Central transfers. Consequently, the total
debts of the State Government in the next year are
estimated to surpass its overall Budget estimates.

While the total Budgeted expenditure is
estimated at Rs.1,74,454 crores, the estimated
debt is Rs. 1,80,239 crores during 2018-19.
Besides this, the outstanding State Government
guarantees of Rs. 41,539 crores in 2017-18 are
expected to rise sharply during 2018-19. When we
got the State of Telangana, we inherited a loan of
Rs,61,710 crores and again in 2014-15, the
Telangana Government took a loan of Rs.22,136
crores. The total loan amount has become Rs.
83,846 crores. Again, in the year 2015-16, the State
of Telangana took a loan of Rs 9,269 crores and in
the year 2016-17, the State of Telangana took
another loan of Rs.34,714 crores and again in
2017-18 the State of Telangana took a loan of Rs.
23,304 crores. Now, again in the year 2018-19 the
loan was for Rs. 29,105 crores. Thus the total loan
was amounting to Rs.1,80,238 crores. This does
not include Rs.41,539 crores of guarantees which
have been given by the Government. While the
Government is going for huge loans to meet its
requirements, loan repayment and interest payment
have become a growing burden onit. In 2018-19,
the State has estimated the interest payment and
debt repayment at Rs. 11,791 crores or aimost Rs.
1,000 crores a month.

To avoid this problem of immediate repayment,
the Government is raising money from the open
market with a tenure of 20 years. Normally, States
issue bonds for a 10 year period. But recently, the
State has issued bonds for 20 year period. The
tremendous response to 20 year bonds issued by
the State Government indicates the high credibility
and reputation of Telangana in the Country.
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The main objective of debt management in the
State is to ensure that financing of the Budget and
refinancing of debt is done at the lowest possible
cost on medium to long term basis, all within the
prudent limits of risk. Not only the State’s debts,
but its outstanding guarantees are also increasing.

Sir, | would like to come on record and say
that the economic growth and financial help of the
two Telugu States is noteworthy. With the
presentation of the Budget for the year 2018-19 by
two Telugu States this month, they surpassed all
other States in the Country in the growth and size
of the budget. The total budget estimates of Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana put together touched Rs.
3.65 lakh crores in 2018-19. This is next to Uttar
Pradesh and Maharashtra budget. Uttar Pradesh
budget is estimated at Rs.4.28 lakh crore and
Maharashtra budget is projected at Rs. 3.67 lakh
crores. The total budget of Andhra Pradesh is Rs.
1.91 lakh crores and that of Telangana is Rs. 1.74
lakh crores in 2018-19.

Coming to the State’s finances, | would like to
point out that the Finance Minister sahab has
projected revenue receipts at Rs. 1,30,957 crores
and capital receipts at Rs. 43,507 crores. | think
that both the figures are on the higher side. The
GST collections are projected at Rs. 34,233 crores
in 2018-19 as against Rs.16,837 crores in the
current year (for 9 months since GST was
introduced on 1% July 2017.). | don't know how the
GST collections would shoot up from Rs. 1,871
crores a month this year to Rs. 2,853 crores a
month in the next financial year. The Hon'ble
Minister sahab needs to give an answer to this.

The Finance Minister sahab has estimated the
receipts from VAT at Rs. 25,942 crores in 2018-
19. After introduction of GST, VAT is levied only on
few commodities. The VAT collections are from
two sets of commodities — petroleum products and
Indian made liquor. This shows the quantum of tax
burden on the vehicle owners on the one hand and
the tipplers on the other. After introduction of GST,
the tax burden on the people of the State has gone
up by 60 percent with collection of taxes on
commodities and services increasing from Rs.
50,863 crores in 2016-17 to Rs. 63,425 crores in
2017-2018 and estimates to Rs.77,032 crores in
2018-19.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, a glance at the State’s
financial and economic position in the last four years
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indicates that Telangana State would have achieved
much faster economic growth and registered a
much higher quantum of expenditure but for the
adverse effects of demonetization since November,
2016 and introduction of the GST from July, 2017
onwards. | would like to recall and remind to this
august House that it was me and my Party who
stood here and spoke against the demonetization
and also against the GST and the reply then given
by the Government was that be rest assured
Owaisi Sahab.
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The Statement of Fiscal Policy 2018 and the
Socio-economic Qutlook 2018 tabled by the
Hon'ble Finance Minister with the Budget
Documents, give an overview of the State's
economic growth. Overall, our GSDP at current
prices, which was Rs.6,41,985 crores last year,
2016-17 is estimated to increase to Rs.7,32,657
crores in 2017-18, recording a growth of 14.1%.
The share of the State GSDP in All India GSDP
increased from 4.02 per cent in 2013-14 to 4.37
percent in 2017-18, indicating superb performance
of the new State.

The growth of per capita income is increasing
year after year. The per capita income of the State
at current prices is estimated to increase by 13.4%
from Rs.1,54,734 in 2016-17 to Rs.1,75,534 in
2017-18. This is significantly higher than the All India
per capita income of Rs.1,12,764.

So, there is no doubt that Telangana is one of
the fastest growing States in India. The State
economy grew at an average annual rate of 9 per
cent in the post-formation era during 2014-15 to
2017-18, which is much higher than the All India
average annual growth of 7.3 per cent during the
same period. Itis encouraging to note that the State
has achieved a double digit growth in the last two
consecutive years.
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| am sure that Telangana would continue its
momentum in 2018-19 also. The GSDP growth has
been on the rise each year, because of the TRS
Government’s decisions to implement mega
infrastructure projects. The total receipts for 2018-
19 are estimated to be 16.9 per cent higher
compared to the Budget estimates of 2017-18.
Revenue surplus for the next financial year is
estimated at Rs.5,520 crores and fiscal deficit has
been budgeted at 3.45 percent of GSDP.

‘Major Allocations: By giving top priority to
agriculture, the Finance Minister has allocated
Rs.12,000 crores for ‘Rythu Lakshmi’ scheme that
seeks to offer financial help of Rs.8,000 per annum
for two crops to each farmer. The State Budget has
proposed as much as Rs.12,000 crores for this
scheme alone. Other sectors and schemes have
been provided huge allocations. These include
Rs.25,000 crores for irrigation, Rs.5,367 crores for
Aasara, Rs.4,984 crores for Power Subsidy,
Rs.3,282 crores for Scholarships, Rs.2,744 crores
for Rice subsidy, Rs.1,903 crores for Mission
Bhagiratha, Rs.1,682 crores for Economic Support
Schemes, Rs.1,500 crores for Two Bedroom
Housing, Rs.1,450 crores for Kalyana Lakshmi and
Shadi Mubarak, Rs.1,200 crores for assistance to
Weavers Rs.1,000 crores to Most Backward
Classes Development Corporation and Rs.975
crores for TSRTC.

Apart from the Major Projects and schemes
taken up by the State Government to broad-base
the economic base and accelerate the growth in
the State, the Telangana Government has been a
pioneer in implementing a series of welfare
measures for all the disadvantaged sections of the
Society, including SCs, STs, BCs, Minorities,
Disabled Women, Children, Senior Citizens etc.,

So, the Government has given top priority for
welfare of all vulnerable sections through record
allocations for them. These include (i) Rs.12,709
crores for Scheduled Caste Development
Department and total allocations of Rs.16,453
crores for the SC Special Development Fund (ii)
Rs.8,093 crores for Tribal Welfare Department and
total allocations of Rs.9,963 crores for STSDF (iii)
Rs.5,920 crores for Backward Classes Welfare (iv)
Rs.2,000 crores for Minorities Welfare (v) Rs.1,799
crores for Women and Child Welfare and (vi)
Rs.2,643 crores for the Government's flagship
program of Double Bed Room Housing.
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| would like to point out that there is delay in
disbursement of Aasara pensions to the aged
persons, widows and disabled and this needs to
be streamlined so that no pensioner is made to
make trips or wait for days to get his or her pension.

An Announcement was made by the Hon'ble
Chief Minister about Kalyana Lakshmi and Shadi
Mubarak. | welcome this Announcement.
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Atthe same time, | would also like to state that
the Scheduled Castes constitute 15.45 per cent of
the State’s population. When the Bill for enhancing
the reservations for Socially and educationally
Backward Muslims and STs was passed in this
august House on April 16 last year, | had demanded
that the quantum of reservations for the SCs should
be raised by one percent i.e. upto 16 per cent in
proportion to their population as per 2011 Census.
| had also impressed upon the Government to exert
pressure on the Central Government to bring a
Legislation providing for categorization of the SCs
into ABCD categories in the State of Telangana.
There is little headway on these two issues. There
is also an imperative need to ensure that all the
allocated funds under SC Special Development
Fund (earlier known as ‘Sub Plan’) are spent every
year.

The Scheduled Tribes account for 9.39 per
cent of the State’s population. The Bill for raising
the reservations for socially and educationally
backward Muslims as well as for the STs, has been
passed by the State Legislature 11 months ago.
The Bill stipulates raising the quota for STs to 10
per cent. But, so far, the Central Government has
not cleared this Bill for the President of India’s
assent. Instead, an Hon’ble Member from the BJP
tells this House that the State Government can raise
the reservations for STs by issuing a GO.

| would like to caution the Government to keep
an eye on the escalating confrontation between the
primitive Adivasis and the relatively Forward Tribe
of Lambadas. There is a feeling among the Adivasis
viz., Gonds, Koys, Yerukalas and Pradhans that
the Lambadas who constitute almost 62% of the
State’s Tribal population are taking bulk of the
benefits meant for the STs in the State. If the
discontent is not checked in time, this may lead to
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unpleasant situations on the eve of next General
Elections to Lok Sabha and Assembly in the State.

The BCs, SCs, STs and Minorities together
constitute 91 per cent of the State's population, as
per the 2011 Census data. BCs excluding
Minorities account for 52 per cent of the State’s
population. | had demanded during the discussion
on the Bill for enhancing reservations for SEBC
Muslims and STs on April 16 last year that the
quantum of reservations for BCs in the ABCD
categories should also be enhanced from 25 per
cent to 30 per cent through inclusion of more
castes / sub castes who have been demanding
BC status for a long time.

While welcoming the constitution of a separate
Corporation for the welfare of Most Backward
Classes, | had also suggested at that time that it
was necessary to identify the MBCs among the
existing BCs in the State. | understand that the
Telangana Comission for Backward Classes has
been assigned the task of identifying the MBCs
among the BCs. | would request the Government
to expedite the process of identifying, listing and
notifying MBCs among the BCs by following clearly
identifiable criteria.

The Government has also established a
separate Corporation for Brahmins and provided
Rs.100 crores allocation.

So. | provide financial assistance to the archakas
of temples, their children and families from the
funds of the Brahmin Corporation as the funds
available with the Endowments Department for the
welfare of the families of archakas are not sufficient.

At the same time, the Government has been
very sincere towards allocation of funds for
Brahmins. We need to publicize this. We need to
make it known to the Brahmins that we have funds
which are not getting utilized. We need to utilize
the money. Many Brahmins are suffering and it is
heart burning issue. We cannot allow the money
to remain unutilized. The Government would have
a programme under which they can organize
meetings and make known to the Brahmins that
funds are there and allocations are there the funds
are not being utilized and that the funds should be
utilized. A proper planning should be chalked out
for utilization of funds for Brahmins.

With regard to Minorities Welfare | compliment
the Chief Minister Sahab and the Finance Minister,
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Janab Eatala Rajender for the massive increase
of 60 per cent in the budgetary allocations for
welfare of minorities who constitute 14 per cent of
the State’s population. The record allocation of Rs.
2,000 crores for Minorities Welfare Department
represents a huge jump compared to the current
year's allocation of Rs. 1,250 crores. The hike in
the minorities welfare outlay year after year is the
result of the keen interest evinced by the Chief
Minister, Janab K. Chandrasekhar Rao Sahab and
the strong representation made by the MIM Party
ever since the formation of Telangana State in June,
2014. Thus, the allocation for minorities welfare
has almost doubled from Rs. 1,030 crores in the
year 2014-15 to Rs. 2,000 crores now.

There has been a substantial increase in the
allocations for all the schemes and programmes
being implemented by the Minorities Welfare
Department in the next year’'s budget. Apart from
an increase in the establishment expenditure to Rs.
25 crores, there has been a massive hike in
allocations for scheme expenditure of Minorities
Welfare Department to Rs. 1,975 crores.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, the allocations include Rs. 735
crores for Telangana State Minorities Residential
Schools and Hostels, Rs. 200 crores for Shadi
Mubarak Scheme, Rs. 248 crores for fees
reimbursement to minority students, Rs. 160 crores
for economic support and subsidy schemes, Rs.
100 crores for post-metric scholarships, Rs. 100
crores for CM’s Overseas Scholarship Scheme for
Minorities, Rs. 90 crores for multi-sectoral
development programme for minority concentration
areas, Rs. 80 crores for honorarium to Imams and
Mouzans of 5,000 mosques across the State, Rs.
66 crores for Dawat-e-Iftar and Christmas feast,
Rs. 40 crores for Urdu Academy, Rs. 25 crores for
T-Prime and T-Sez, Rs. 20 crores for constructing
new buildings for Anisul Ghurba Orphanage and
Rs. 15 crores for training and employment
schemes.

Sir, at the same time, | would also like to bring
to the kind notice of the Hon’ble Finance Minister
Sahab that in 2014-15 the total budget allocated
for minorities was Rs. 1,033.87 crores but the
budget released was only Rs. 466.35 crores in
2014-15 and it was 45% only. In 2015-16 the budget
allocated was Rs. 1,105.36 crores but the budget
released was Rs. 555.67 crores and that was 50%.
In 2016-17 the budget allocation was Rs. 1,204.44
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crores but the budget released was only Rs. 842.05
crores which was 70%.

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Mr. Speaker, Sir, My demand is this. | want to
come on record and say that we have funds but
we are sorry to say that we do not have sufficient
staff to spend these funds.
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The Government has raised the subsidy under
self-employment schemes for minority youth from
50 per cent to 80 per cent. However, | would like to
point out that the self-employment and subsidy
schemes for minorities are not being implemented
effectively. Applications were invited from the
eligible minority youth for subsidy schemes in the
financial year 2015-16 and no such applications
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have been called during 2016-17 and 2017-18
financial years.
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The reason for this is that as many as 1.5 lakh
minority youth had applied for the subsidy in 2015-
16. They were attracted by the enhancement of
subsidy component to 80% for loans up to Rs. 1
lakh. In the last three years only a few thousand
applicants have been sanctioned subsidy and
almost 1.4 lakh applications are still pending for
clearance. | would request the Government to
revalidate these pending applications and sanction
them assistance up to Rs. 1 lakh in a phased
manner this year.

| am thankful to the State Government for
allotting ten acres of land at Kokapet for
construction of Hyderabad Islamic Cultural
Convention Centre. The Government has also
initiated steps for preserving and promoting Urdu
Language. The recruitment of Urdu Teachers in
Government Schools has been taken up. | would
demand that this process be completed before the
commencement of the new academic year in June,
2018. The G.O for implementation of Urdu as
Second Official Language all over the State is yet
to be issued.

Sir, at the same time, | would like to remind
the Government through this House that it has been
announced by the Education Minister and the
Deputy Chief Minister, Mr. Kadiam Srihari Sahab
that he would convene a meeting regarding filling
up the vacancies in the Urdu Medium Schools by
conducting separate DSC and dereserving the
seats for SCs/STs/BCs.
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| would request the Chief Minister saheb to
extend the facility of providing Visa Processing fees
to the beneficiaries under the Chief Minister’s
Overseas Study Scheme for Minorities. The Law
graduates from minority communities would be
provided assistance on par with SCs and STs.
Establishment of four Skill Development Centres
for minority youth at Hyderabad, Warangal,
Nizamabad and Mahabubnagar
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The Government has continued its emphasis
on Health Care Sector by making record allocation
of Rs.7,375 crore. Opening of Dialysis Centres,
Cancer Diagnostic Centres and ICUs at
Government hospitals is a welcome step. The Chief
Minister Saheb has announced two new schemes,
including free eye camps and annual health
checkup for all the people in the State. Atthe same
time, | would request that all the doctors working in
hospitals, wherein Arogya Sree Scheme is covered,
should go to all Government schools and conduct
health checkups there. They should do this but
they are not doing. When they are claiming money
from the Government for treating Arogya Sree
patients, why can’t they go to Government schools
and conduct checkups there? This should be made
mandatory and compulsory for them.
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The ‘102 service' for providing free
transportation to pregnant women is a good
scheme. | welcome the scheme. It should be
extended to the twin cities of Hyderabad-
Secunderabad also.
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The Scheme for provision of KCR kits along
with financial help for deliveries at Government
hospitals has become quite popular.
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However, | am at a loss to understand why the
Government has provided meager allocations for
the upgradation of facilities and provision of
infrastructure and equipment at the teaching
hospitals in the State Capital including Osmania,
Gandhi, Niloufer, Chest, Fever, Sarojini Devi Eye
and other Hospitals. The Maternity hospitals at Petla
Burj, Sultan Bazar and Nampally
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The Government has opened new Medical
Colleges at Mahabubnagar, Siddipet, Nizamabad,
Suryapet and Nalgonda. However, the district
hospitals at these places have to be upgraded into
teaching hospitals by creating the required
infrastructure including buildings, equipment,
operation theaters, labs, etc.

the Hon'ble Finance Minister has allocated

Rs.10,830 Crores for School Education,
Rs.2,448 Crores for Higher Education, Rs.95.00
Crores for Technical Education and Rs.2,823
Crores for Residential Educational Institutions for
SC/ST/BC, Minorities and Open Category students.
But, still | feel the Budgetary allocation was not fully
meeting the actual requirement of certain
departments. The Osmania University, Hyderabad
is going to celebrate its Centenary celebrations and
for that, there is a resource crunch. So, the
Government must come to the rescue of the
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prestigious University celebrations and also ensure
that the vacancies i.e. the teaching and non-
teaching staff in the Osmania University as well as
various other Universities in the State of Telangana
are filled up, at the earliest.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, Mission Bhagiratha which
is supposed to meet the drinking water needs of all
the households across the State is being
implemented at a fast pace. However, | would like
to know about the arrangements being made for
tapping almost 60 TMC of water from Krishna and
Godavari Rivers. What is the progress achieved
so far on setting up of 153 water filter plants, 35,514
overhead reservoirs and 1.7 Lakh Kms of pipelines.
How soon will this Mission Bhagiratha be
accomplished in all respects?

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, Haritha Haram is also a
very good scheme for enhancing the green cover
in the State and so far an amount of Rs.1,166
Crores has been spent on this scheme. | would
like to ask the Government to ensure the survival
rate of the plans. The funds spent so far really
yielded fruitful results. We will welcome this scheme
and hope that this year also it will continue.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, the Government has
taken up the construction work of Camp Office for
local MLA in every Assembly Constituency, but so
far only 26 Camp Offices have been constructed.
| would like to know when the remaining Camp
Offices will be constructed? At the same time, |
would like to raise one important issue pertaining
to the MLAs that during the year 2008, the then
Andhra Pradesh Government had collected a sum
of Rs.10,00,000 Lakhs for allotment of House sites
to the sitting Legislators. Sir, already more than
10 years, had elapsed but, neither the house sites
were allotted nor our amount was returned. As to
when the Government will take a decision on this
issue? Why | am saying is because, more than 10
years had been completed. The Government had
collected Rs.10,00,000/- from each MLA. If you
don't want to allot the land, okay, it is fine and we
welcome your decision. So, kindly give back our
money. | would like to recall and say that the then
Hon’ble Chief Minister, Late Dr. Y.S. Raja Sekhara
Reddy categorically assured that he would allot the
house sites to all the sitting Legislators of the State
Legislature and thereby collected Rs.10,00,000/-
from each MLA. But, till now, they had not allotted
the house site and the said amount was not
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returned to the MLAs. At the same time, | would
like to request the Hon'ble Finance Minister
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With regard to RTC also, in my Governor’s

Address, | have said that
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The Hon'ble Minister for Home, the Hon'ble
Minister for Municipal Administration & Urban
Development Department and the Hon'ble Minister
for Transport, had come to the Old City of
Hyderabad. | heartily thank them for coming to Old
City and inaugurating RTA Office in my
Constituency. At that point of time, it was
announced that a separate track would be
sanctioned. Sir, already two years have been
elapsed and the track work is not yet taken up.
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With regard to Energy Department Rs.5,650
Crores have been allocated in the new year’s
Budget-2018-19. | compliment the Government for
the completion of turnaround in the power sector.
When the Telangana State was formed, the power
cuts were the order of the day. There was severe
shortage of power and the power generating
capacity in the State was also not enough to cope
up with the rising demand. But, | thank the TRS
Government for taking proactive measures for
generating more power i.e. increased its capacity
from 7,770 MW to 15,334 MW within a span of four
years. The new projects have been envisaged to
augment the generation capacity to 28,275 MW,
which would make the State a power surplus State.
| congratulate the Government for this achievement.
| request the Government to focus on augmentation
of transmission and distribution network for
improving the quality power supply all over the State
more particularly in the GHMC areas, which is the
major power consumer in the entire State of
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Telangana. The important point, which needs to
be clarified by the Hon'ble Finance Minister is that
however, the two Discoms i.e. Southern and
Northern Distribution Companies of Telangana are
in huge cumulative loss of Rs.31,492.16 Crores
as the revenue is not sufficient to meet their
expenditure. | may be right or wrong. The SPDCL
has cumulative loss of Rs. 15,857.66 Crores and
the NPDCL has cumulative loss of Rs. 21,634
Crores during the last 4 years i.e. from 2014 to
2018, as per the ARR (Aggregate Revenue
Requirement) proposal filed before the Telangana
Electricity Commission. | don’t know as to how the
Discoms are able to keep up such a huge
accumulated financial losses? The State is on
impressive growth in Industrial Sector by restoring
uninterrupted quality power supply to the Industrial
sector. After the formation of a new State, the State
stood No.1in Ease of Doing Business. The State
of Telangana is also attracting large number of
Industries through TS-IPASS, T-Hub and also taken
various other initiatives.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, the handloom weavers
are being provided massive financial assistance
and Kakatiya Megha Textile Park is being set-up in
Warangal, and Hyderabad is rapidly striving towards
I.T., Pharma Sectors, T-Hub or VV-Hub respectively.
| once again congratulate the TRS Government and
more particularly the Hon’ble Minister for Municipal
Administration & Urban Development Department
and |.T. for taking such an initiative.

While coming to the Municipal Administration
& Urban Development Department the Government
has allocated Rs.75,251 Crores in the current
Budget-2018-19. The GHMC and other Civic
Bodies utilities have been given but, the GHMC,
HMWS&SB and the HMDA hoped to get a lion's
share of allocations of HMDA but, they are totally
disappointed with the Budget allocation. But,
almost all 70% of the State’s share are being
generated from GHMC area only. However, the
State Budget has failed to make any substantial
allocation for the improvement of State Capital. The
GHMC has submitted Budgetary proposal of
Rs.1,663 Crores and the HMDA specifically sought
Rs.1,900 Crores and the HMWS&SB requires
Rs.2,195 Crores from the State Budget. But, the
requirement of Budget support for these three
Urban Bodies i.e. in toto would be Rs.6,478 Crores.
In fact, what they have got Sir? They have got only
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Rs.1,976 Crores. So, it was only 30% of what they
actually wanted. Where will they raise the
remaining 70% is the question.
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| heard that the HMDA was auctioning some
lands and thereby they would be getting Rs.200
Crores. But, this will not help them. What is the
status of the HMWS&SB? What is the status of
GHMC?
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The GHMC has recently approved the Budget
and their total expenditure is to a tune of Rs.6,077
Crores. Besides that, the GHMC has approved an
estimate of Rs.7,070 Crores for taking up of three
major projects in the City of Hyderabad i.e.
Hyderabad Road Development Corporation and
Moosi River Development Corporation, and Double-
bed room scheme but it has allotted only Rs. 491
Crores. The assigned revenue is Rs. 23 Crores
and the collected Property Tax is Rs. 130 Crores
and on the State Government properties, the
revenue generated to the State exchequer is
Rs.927 Crores.
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However, the GHMC does not get any
Budgetary allocation for undertaking major
development project works. The GHMC is provided
only Rs.71 Crores including property taxes on the
Government assets. The GHMC will be raising
Rs.1,000 Crore by way of issuing bonds and
obtained bank loans to a tune of Rs.1,500 Crores.
In fact, the Government has not sanctioned even a
single rupee through the GHMC, which had sought

Rs.927 Crore under the plan grants.
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But, in the GHMC, all the pending works should

be completed in a swift manner. How the road

widening works will be completed? We need fly-

overs and we need foot-over bridges in the City of

Hyderabad. We also need development in the area
of GHMC.
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So, | want to caution the Government that the

people of Telangana are very anguish and they are

in angry because of non-issuance of new ration
cards. Kindly, make a note of this.
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But, at the same time, whenever | used to
speak on the Budget, about the Maoists and the
Naxalites.
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You can have a look from here. So, this should
not be taken in a lighter manner. We also need to
address this problem.
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So far, you have filled up 27,000 vacancies.
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Similarly, the PRC of TSRTC, Genco and
Singareni etc., should invariably be revived and |
request the Government to constitute the first PRC
of Telangana with a view to revive the pay scales of
Telangana employees.

Before concluding, | would like to say that the
current financial year is going to be closed within a
period of 12 days and the State is facing huge
financial crunch. Sir, if | am right, please | may be
allowed to speak, if | am wrong, | may be corrected.
Please, clear all the pending Bills in the Finance
Department. It think, those Bills would only be
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cleared in the next financial year. Besides that, the
Government has to provide an additional provision

of Rs.6,000 Crores for farms subsidy.

12.50 | At present, the pending bills are said to be
. \ in the range of Rs. 25,000 crores to Rs.

30,000 crores. The Government also has

to clear the Mission Bhagiratha bills in addition to

the pending ones. The State bears 20 percent of

the Mission Bhagiratha project cost from its own

funds while 80 percent is raised from the banks
and financial institutions.

The Government is yet to clear Rs. 5,000
crores towards subsidy to Discoms for the current
year. For clearing fees reimbursement dues to
students, the Government requires Rs. 2,500
crores. The Government has not released its share
in Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) this year.
To get balance funds of about Rs. 5,000 crores for
these schemes, it would have to release about Rs.
2,000 crores this year itself.

| would request the Hon’ble Finance Minister
to tell us about the financial position of the State
Government on the eve of the closure of the current
financial year.

In conclusion, | commend the State Budget for
2018-19 and hope and trust that the State would
achieve faster economic growth in the new financial
year.
