The price situation of the essential commodities
depends upon the inflationary trends, Minimum
Support Prices and demand and supply. The
seasonal conditions also play a critical role in
deciding the price trends. The price increase is due
to an imbalance between the demand and supply,
production and availability while the consumption
level remains normal. The market prices of paddy,
Grams and edible oil seeds also play a key role on
the open market prices of rice, dals and oils.

The Public Distribution System serves as a
reliable insurance mechanism against inflation in
safeguarding poor and vulnerable families. The
State Govt. has a time tested Public Distribution
System catering to about 80.13 lakh BPL families
covering about 2.52 crore population through 17,163
Fair Price Shops. :

The State Government is allotting the following
commodities through Public Distribution System:

i) Rice 1.14 lakh MT for November month

ii) Kerosene 16,140 KL for November month

In addition to the above, the following
commodities are being allotted per month in
packets with proper weight, fixed rate and with
quality:

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At the present rate, the BPL card holder is able
to save an amount of about Rs. 107 per month or
Rs. 1284 per annum.

The expenditure on the basis of monthly offtake
by the cardholders on 8 additional commodities is
estimated at above Rs. 948 crores per annum. This
may however vary depending upon the actual
offtake and the acquisition cost.

It is an undisputed fact that supply of essential
commodities at subsidized rates is an important
programme; but, efforts should be to produce more
food grains in the days to come to have self
sufficiency to reduce the dependence on imports
and make the commodities available at reasonable
rates.

Whenever the prices showed an increasing
trend, the Government has immediately plunged
into action and taken measures to ensure adequate
availability at affordable prices, by making market
intervention operations etc. Considering the need
to monitor the prices at highest level, the Group of
Ministers constituted by the Government is
periodically reviewing the situation and taking
remedial measures. A Price Monitoring Committee
constituted under the Chairmanship of the Chief
Secretary with Prl. Secretary, Marketing &
Cooperation, Prl. Secretary Finance, Prl. Secretary
Animal Husbandry, Director General, Vigilance &
Enforcement, Commissioner of Agriculture,
Commissioner of Marketing CEO, Rythu Bazars,
Commissioner of Horticulture, Managing Director,
Markfed, Managing Director, Oilfed, Managing
Director, State Civil Supplies Corporation Ltd.,
Commissioner for Food Safety and Managing
Director, Dairy Development Federation Ltd., as
members has also been reviewing the price
situation every month and suggesting the measures
for market intervention whenever necessary. Price
Monitoring Committees at District and Mandal level
have also been functioning and taking action
effectively to contain the prices and also suggesting
the measures to be taken at Government level.

The Government has taken all measures that
are necessary to ensure that the consumers in the
State particularly those living below poverty line are
not put to hardship due to price hike.

The Civil Supplies department has been taken
-the following measures to control the prices of
essential commodities:
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- (i) Millers and the Traders in Paddy, Rice, Pulses,
Edible Oilseeds & Edible Oils and sugar, have been
brought under the licensing system and stock
limits.

(i) Intensive inspections of mills and traders’
premises are being conducted to unearth the
hoarded stocks of essential commodities which
are held in contravention of stock limits prescribed
and to seize them and to release on interim
disposal for its availability in the open market within
the State at affordable prices, pending disposal of
confiscation or otherwise under sec. 6-A of the EC
Act, 1955.

iif) Regular and surprise checks are being
conducted on the rice mills and traders’ premises
in the essential commoditeis to unearth the hoarded
stocks. ‘

(iv) Besides the regular authorized-enforcement
officials, task forces with the officials of the Civil
Supplies/ Revenue, Commercial Taxes, Legal
Metrology and Vigilance & Enforcement have been
constituted to verify the business premises of the
millers and dealers to unearth the hoarded stocks
and book the cases for violation of the provisions
of the Control Orders.

(v) In house vigilance of the Civil Supplies
Department has been strengthened and the
Collectors are ensuring-that the enforcement
officials dehoard the stocks and book cases under
the provisions of the Essential Commodities Act,
1955.

(vi) An incentive award scheme has been
introduced providing an incentive cash award to the
informants who furnish information about hording,
black marketing etc. of foodgrains.

(vii) The Price Monitoring Committee constituted
under the Chairmanship of the Chief Secretary to
review the price, demand and availability and
intervention to be undertaken by the Government
to control the price rise.

(viii) Toll free Telephone No. 1967 has been
provided in the Commissionerate of Civil Supplies
to receive the complaints and to send them online
to the Collectors for enquiry and redressal of the
grievance.

(ix) Marketing Department has also been
supplying onions through Rythu Bazars at
subsidized rate whenever necessary besides
persuading the traders to sell at less than the market
rate.

=
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(x) To ensure that the superfine preferred
varieties of rice viz., Sonamasuri, Sambamasuri,
Vijayamasuri, Tellamasuri, Giddamasuri, Jeelakarra
Sannalu, BPT and Molagolukulu are available to
the consumers at affordable rates, rice millers are
made to sell through rice mill points, Rythu Bazars
and special counters at a price not exceeding Rs.
30/- per kg. So far a quantity of 23,218.90 quintals
of superfine preferred varieties of rice has been
sold by the rice millers through 337 counters viz.,
Rythu Bazars, special counters got opened by the
Collectors and rice mill points as on 12-11-2014.

(xi) In order to ensure that superfine preferred
varieties of rice are available within the State, it is
ensured that they are sold within the State.

- (xii) Movement of levy free rice within and
outside the State is also allowed through permits
to be issued by the Collectors.

(xiii) Unauthorised movement of paddy and rice
is being checked strictly.

Government of Telangana has taken up
decentralized procurement of rice in the State in 6
districts viz., Karimnagar, Warangal, Nalgonda,
Guntur, Medak, Mahbubnagar and Nizamabd from
Kharif Marketing Season 2013-14. The State Civil
Supplies Corporation Ltd., has been procuring rice
in these districts and releasing the same rice to
the cardholders under the concept of Manabiyyam
i.e., the rice procured in the district is releaseld to
the card holders in the same district through Public
Distribution System.

Whenever the prices of vegetables go up in the
open market, the Marketing Department has been
organizing sale of a few vegetables and Onions as
a combination with different weights in a packet at
a fixed rate through Rythu Bazars to contain the
market rates. The Marketing Department is also
taking action to supply them vegetable-wise through
Rythu Bazars either at cost price or subsidized rate
as decided by the Marketing Department from time
to time depending upon the open market prices.

During the year 2014 (June to September),
inspections were conducted against the dealers
and 717 cases were booked for hoarding, stock
variation and non-compliance of the provisions of
the relevant Licensing Orders and conditions of the
licenses and seized 1886.049 MT of Rice, 504.413
MT of Paddy, 639.692 MT of Pulses and other
essential commodities, all worth Rs. 4.62 crores
were seized.
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In a nut shell, the Government has been taking
all measures that are necessary to ensure that the
price of essential commodities are under control
and do not create hardship to the poor people and
they will be continued to ensure that the essential
commodities are available to the people at
affordable rates.
