& Speaker Sir, looking at the answer given by
the Hon’ble Minister, |1 would like to pose
some questions. In the first place, | had raised the
guestion “Whether there are any proposals to
construct fly overs, sky ways, elevated corridors
and multi level grade separators to ease the traffic
congestion in the G.H.M.C. Area;” However, the
answer given does not give the details as to how
many fly-overs would be coming up, as to how many
sky ways are coming up and other details regarding
elevated corridors and multi level grade separators.
In the answer, only corridors coming around KBR
Park and other corridors coming up under Phase-I,
Phase-Il and Phase-Ill were given. Therefore, |
would like the Hon’ble Minister to please give the
details of the fly-overs, sky ways, and elevated
corridors and also the details relating to multi level
grade separators, which the Greater Hyderabad
Municipal Corporation proposed to take up. The
Hon’ble Minister saheb has mentioned about the
five packages.

Speaker Sir, it is so unfortunate that again and
again we talk about the injustice rendered to the
residents of old city. | would say that the old city is
always neglected and always development comes
only in new city, whether it is job opportunities,
whether it is fly-overs, whether it is junction
improvements or whether it is road widening
programmes. All these development activities come
first to the new city only. If you look at the answer,
the development works earmarked for the old city
are taken up in Stage-V viz., Owaisi Hospital,
Bhadurpura, Chaderghat and Malakpet. Only four
areas of old city were covered and that too in the
last package i.e., Package-V. | would have
appreciated the Hon’ble Minister and the
Government if they had said that the Package-I will
be earmarked for the old city. Atleast, the old city
works should have been incorporated in Package-
lll, instead of Package-V. Not the Package-I nor
Package-V

Sir, | would like to know from the Hon’ble
Minister whether S.R.D.P., along with other civic
projects relating to Hyderabad Moosi Storm Water
Drain would be posed to new developmental bank
viz., B.R.I.C.K.S. Bank for funding. | would also like
to know whether the Cabinet has approved the
project proposals for forwarding the same to the
Central Government for posing the same to the
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B.R.I.C.S. Bank for financial assistance in three
years period. Is it true that G.H.M.C., floated the
tenders for some of the components of SRDP
inviting bids from the contractors and prospective
infrastructure firms? What is the response of these
firms to take up these works? Whether the works
are going to be entrusted on B.O.T. System or
E.P.C. Basis? The Hon’ble Minister has held a
meeting with the representatives of 14 private
construction companies on 15" March, 2016 for
taking up the SRDP and other civic project works,
costing Rs.80000 crores. What is the response of
the construction companies? Is it also true that the
state government has not allocated a single rupee
to G.H.M.C., for these projects in the budget for
2015-177

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, as per the details given
by the Hon’ble Minister some of the proposed civic
project works are going to clash with the Hyderabad
Metro Train (second phase) alignment in old city
and in that connection did the Government held any
meeting with the officials of Metro Rail? We need to
consider this aspect also. | hope that the Hon'ble
Minister will give the details to all my queries. Other
wise, let the Hon’ble Minister convene a meeting of
Legislators so that we will give our suggestions
because it needs to be discussed at length. As there
are several other questions to be taken up, | do not
want to take much time of the House. Let the
Minister convene a meeting of legislators and we
will give our suggestions to the government and see
that traffic congestion in Hyderabad City is taken
care of and the people have smooth flow of traffic
and people easily commute between one place to
another.

SRIK. TARAKARAMARAO: Speaker Sir, | would
like torespondto  Janaab Jaffar Hussain saheb.
He had asked about the proposal to connect P.V.
Narasimha Rao Express Way from Towli Chowk.
This has been proposed under SRDP Phase-IIl. We
are certainly, examining the possibility of connecting
PV Narasimha Rao Express Way to Towli Chowki.
This shall be taken up in Phase-lll.

Now, | would like to respond to the questions
raised by Sri Akbaruddin Owaisi Saheb. The total
shelf of works under Strategic Road Development
Plan is proposed based on the comprehensive
study made by Lee Associates and the works
proposed under SRDP are to the tune of Rs.19000
crores. In tandem with this, about 4 sky ways, which
are being developed on the national high ways are
under examination and also have been considered
after the study by the Lee Associates. All in all, just
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for these projects it will cost about Rs.25000 crores.
I would like to bring to the notice of this august House
is that out of this Rs.25000 crores, an amount of
Rs.8866 crores worth of works will be taken up in
old city viz., L.B. Nagar Junction to Bairamalaguda,
Kamineni Junction to Chintalkunta Check Post. This
will about Rs.448 crores. Similarly, under Package-
V, Owaisi Hospital Junction, Bahdurpura Junction
works are taken up to the tune of Rs.132 crores.
The works taken up from Abids-G.P.O. to Chaderghat
and Malakpet will cost about Rs.550 crores.

The prestigious sky ways, which is talked about
all along the length of Moosi River will cost about
Rs.5916 crores. We believe that this will be a major
relief for the old city connectivity in a big way, which
will ensure the development of old city on par with
the new city. Similarly, the works relating to
L.B.Nagar to Aaramgarh is another route, which will
cost us about Rs. 650 crores. Afjalgunj to
Secretariat is another route and this will cost about
Rs.500 crores. Again it is proposed from Pedda
Amberpet to L.B.Nagar cross roads, which will pass
through old city, will cost us about Rs.600 crores.
Aaramgarh to Muslimjung Bridge will cost us about
Rs.400 crores. Nalgonda Cross Roads to Owaisi
Hospital will cost us another Rs. 300 crores. In all,
Rs.8800 crores of worth works are being taken up
in the old city.

Speaker sir, all these works are taken up in a
phased manner. Out of 54 junction improvements
proposed in all phases, 20 junction improvements
will be taken up in the first phase. The four junction
improvements are proposed in old city, which
include Owaisi Hospital and Bhadurpura. We can
always revise these priorities because these
improvements are taken up based on traffic pattern.
Certainly, the Government is ready to prioritize and
actually change the works proposed under various
phases and ensure speedy completion of works
taken up in old city.

Out of 54 junctions, tenders have been called
for 18 junctions and works relating to topographical
survey and soil survey has been done. The Hon'’ble
Member has also asked to give the total details of
all packages. Our Government is very transparent
and we will share the details of these Rs.25000
crores worth of works with the House. We have
already tabled the details and we will give further
details also. It is not a problem for us.

Regarding finances for these projects, the
Government is exploring all the options. In fact, on
15" March, 2016 a high level meeting with about
the representatives of 19 infrastructure firms across

SEBD OGO FHe -
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the country and the Government has invited their
suggestions and other inputs into working on these
projects at an expedited pace. Our Hon’ble Chief
Minister is committed in converting Hyderabad into
a Global City. In order to achieve this, we are
exploring novel ways of financing these projects,
such as Build, Operate and Transfer model, Annuity
Model, D.P.F.O.T. Model and E.P.C. There are
different ways of funding this project. We are
considering all the options. The Government has
already accorded administrative sanction to about
Rs.4035 crores of works, which comprises the
works relating to 18 junctions. We are going ahead
with these works under E.P.C. System. In respect
of remainder, we are exploring options. The
Government is considering ways and means to
ensure that these works are done on a war footing.

In respect of Metro Rail question, we have taken
the alignment of Metro Rail into consideration. We
have ensured that wherever synergy is required to
be in place, we have already discussed the issue
with the Metro Rail authorities. Wherever there is
synergy we have gone ahead and called for tenders.
If there are any other issues, definitely the
Government will take it up with the legislators and
take their suggestions into consideration. One thing
| want to make it clear that wherever there is need,
these works can be re-prioritized. There is no
problem.

SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI: Hon’ble Speaker
Sir, | thank the Hon’ble Minister Saheb for giving me
elaborate reply to the questions raised by myself
and my colleague. However, | want to seek two or
three clarifications further from the Hon’ble Minister
for Municipal Administration. The State Government
is going to stand as guarantee for this entire project
for which the Government is planning to raise loan.
What is the loan component? Who is the financing
agency? In which budget the Government is going
to incorporate these funds is important.

In respect of sky ways that is being
contemplated on Moosi River, do we need
environmental clearance from the Government of
India? Because any structure that is going to come
up on the river, needs environment clearance from
the Government of India. When | had a meeting with
the Metro Rail authorities, it was stated that from
I.S. Sadan, Owaisi Hospital, Lakshmiguda then
again till International Airport the second phase of
Metro Train alignment will come up. Now, the
Government is telling that they will again have fly-
over on this route. Is it not going to clash with the
Metro Rail Alignment? | would like to congratulate
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the Government for taking up this very ambitious
project. My best wishes are there and we are going
to cooperate with the Government because we
want the Hyderabad City to be very good and we
want the traffic to move smoothly. But at the same
time, we need to take the public representatives
into confidence and ensure that their proposals and
suggestions are also taken into consideration.

| would also like to know the response of the
construction firms and whether they are interested
to take up these works under B.O.T. or E.P.C.
System. The Hon’ble Minister has not given us
answer on this issue. Let the Minister call for a
meeting with the legislators because the people of
G.H.M.C., area has entrusted the responsibility of
developing the city to T.R.S., Party and A.l.M.I.M. by
giving their absolute mandate in favor of these two
parties. We hope that we both work together and
Hyderabad City becomes a beautiful metro city. As
of now, Hyderabad is rated one of the most
comfortable, beautiful and livable city. Let us strive
to make Hyderabad City as a Global City.

SRI K. TARAKA RAMA RAO: Speaker Sir, the
Hon’ble Member has sought the response of all
these infrastructure firms. | would like to inform the
Hon’ble Member is that during the meeting held on
15" March, 2016 a comprehensive plan of Industries
Department, |.T. Department and Municipal
Administration and Urban Development Department
was discussed. The total shelf of works which we
had laid out to all the infrastructure companies
across the country comes out to about Rs.83000
crores, which will include the Pharma City, IT parks
that we propose in different urban local bodies,
including Hyderabad City, across the State of
Telangana. The response from the infrastructure
firms is very, very positive. In fact, most of the firms
had expressed their interest in specific projects but
they wanted to have some more details about the
project. They will come back for a subsequent
meeting. After providing the details sought by the
construction firms, the Government will hold another
meeting. As of now, it will be premature to reveal
the outcome of the meeting in detail.

Regarding the guestion on environment
clearance from Government of India for constructing
the sky way on Moosi River | want to make to clear
that as long as the flow of water is not obstructed,
the environment clearance from the Government
of India is not required. In fact, in my recent visit to
New Delhi on 18" of this month, | was supposed to
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meet the Union Minister for Environment Sri
Prakash Javadekar to seek clarification on this
issue. Unfortunately, the Hon’ble Union Minister was
out of Delhi and hence | could not meet him. As far
as | understand, the environment clearance is not
required because we are not going to obstruct the
flow of water in Moosi River. But having said that
we do not want to take any chance. In my next visit
to New Delhi, | will meet the Hon’ble Union Minister
for Environment and seek the clarification on this
issue. We want that this project is expedited by us.

We are committed for the development of old
city; we want that this project goes ahead quickly.
We are thankful for the G.H.M.C., for their unanimous
resolution in their first Council Meeting itself and
according the approval of Council for this prestigious
project. We are open to receive suggestions from
the public representatives and after completion of
the Assembly Session | will definitely call for a
meeting of the legislators. As we are in the process
of getting the final response from the infrastructure
firms, we are not in a position to give more details
about this at this stage. The people of Hyderabad
City had entrusted very important responsibility to
T.R.S. Party by giving their absolute mandate and
we are committed to the development of Hyderabad
City. Once again, | thank the Hon’ble Members for
their cooperation.
