The Chief Secretary, Telangana contacted the Cabinet
~ Secretary, Union Home Secretary, Defence Secretary, Civil Aviation
Secretary and the Chief Secretary of Himachal Pradesh for taking
up immediate search and rescue operations and to get the bodies
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to Hyderabad. We have also requested the Ministry of Home Affairs
and National Disaster Management Authority to.press ITBP and

NDRF into service along with expert divers 1o assist the local -
 administration in rescue operations and-locating the dead bodies. A

request was also rmade for assistance of Navy, which sent expert
divers and equipment to the state. '

Government of Telangana also requested the Defence Ministry
for Helicopter and Air Force Aircraft to bring the bodies back to
Hyderabad. A defence helicopter was arranged to send the bodies
from the mishap site near Kullu to Chandigarh airport.

Facilitation was done to first send a batch of 15 anxious
parents to Chandigarh via Delhi by approaching the civil Aviation
Ministry and Air india Administration in Delhi. Asmall place was also
arranged to ferry them from Chandigarh to Kullu. a private airline Air
Costa was also approached to take the anxious parents from
Hyderabad to Chandigarh from where they were sent in small aircraft
engaged by us.

On my instructions, the Home Minister Sri Naini Narasimha
Reddy has stayed back at Kullu/ Mandi in Himachal Pradesh to
coordinate the relief measures and search operations for the missing
students in the mishap. '

Sri Ra}i\k Trivedi, IPS, Addl. DGP has also been deputed along
with 15 expert divers to supplement the search operations.

On the very first day, 4 bodies were retrieved. The parenis
of the deceased students were brought along with the bodies to

Hyderabad in a Special Air Force Aircraft, which was arranged with -

the initiative of our Government.

would like to talk on 2 or 3 issues in this connection. I want to remind
‘the House that when the AP Re-organization Bill had come-up before
the Assembly and the Council of undivided Andhra Pradesh, my party
i.e. AIMIM had moved certain Amendments, which were in support of
the Bill as our party wanted to protect the larger interest of the people.
But, unfortunately, those Amendments were not fructified. When

So, if you allow the new High Court to come to Telangana when the
common High Court goes to Andhra Pradesh, it will protect the
interest of Telangana employees and also the members of Bar and
Bench. 1 would request that we should think of forming a separate

~ Yel another issue that | would like io enlighten is, when the
Fourteenth Finance Commission had visited the State few months
back, we, on behalf of AIMIM Party and also the members of TRS
party had requested the Commission that the visit of thedFourteenth
Finance Commission during the bifurcation stage was not proper
and we requested that the Fourteenth Finance Commission should
re-visit the State of Telangana after its formation.
